1w~ As one of “Activities to send books to Philippines”, we sent
50,000 yen as emergency support and another 50,000 yen from
AmuAmu. Our life support goods were distributed to 156
families on September.

@ SPM local representative Solomon Mendez sent us the report about

damages of local library. The contents are following.
(Though the library was flooded up above the floorboards, books

sustained no damages.)
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@ 11lhouses located lower stream of the Magata were flown away. On
the wall of one of the houses, mark of water level was remained.
The SPM stuff house and the library miraculously survived in spite
of the strong wind of 175 to 205 kilometers per hour. Ratong library
is a small building but could be survived. We must thank God.
Manggahan library is as high latitude as the elementary school, so
the waters didn’t reach there.
